PARTNERS IN CARE APPLICATION
Partners in Care (PCs) are a team of trained lay persons who work with our Congregational Care department to meet the care needs of our church family. PCs meet quarterly as a team for supervision and education. PCs visit retirement homes, rehab centers, nursing facilities, and homes of members who can no longer attend church. PCs are trained to administer communion and use anointing oil as requested. PCs may also offer a listening ear for prayer and encouragement, support grieving or otherwise distressed members, and/or be involved with other specialized ministries and/or support groups. As a Partner in Care, you set your own schedule and you determine which area of service you are most comfortable with. This lay-clergy partnership enables us to provide another level of care to our church family. Requirements are detailed below.

Requirements and Application

I.
Required training:

Because Partners in Care work with pastors to offer some of the care previously done only by our pastors, it is important that these persons have basic theological and congregational care training. Partners in Care are required to complete the Congregational Care Ministers Training Course. This course covers information over seven weeks on (1) Theology of Congregational Care; (2) Listening, Pastoral Conversation Skills, Discernment and Boundaries; (3) Prayer; (4) Making PC Visits; (5) Funeral and Grief Care; (6) Spiritual Disciplines and Self-Care; and (7) Sacraments,  Methodist History and Theology. Each PC will also be required to pass a background check and to complete the online Ministry Safe training. 
II.
Other Requirements:

Partners in Care must have been active members of Custer Road United Methodist Church for at least two years. They are encouraged to be fulfilling their membership vows by attending worship each weekend, actively pursuing growth in the Christian life through participation in a small group or some other form of Christian discipleship, serving God with their time in the ministry of the church, and giving financially in proportion to their income.

Partners in Care are required to agree to and sign the Custer Road United Methodist Church Volunteer Leader Covenant (last page of this application).

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Volunteer Leader Covenant

Throughout the New Testament, leaders are called to be examples to the rest of the church. As leaders, they are held to higher standards than other members. As leaders, we set the tone and pace for the entire congregation. We model the Christian faith, the Christian life, and the attitude and heart of a Christian for our congregation. For this reason, it is vital that we walk the Christian walk. Spiritually healthy leaders will produce a spiritually healthy church. Likewise, leaders who fail to walk with Christ will have consequences.
With this in mind, the following covenant was developed to guide our life together as leaders. We use these standards to hold ourselves accountable to pursuing the Christian life. And in so doing, we recognize that it is God’s grace which calls forth our faithful response, and it is God’s grace which brings such transformation in our lives. 
The Goal of the Christian Life: Sanctification
Jesus summarized the goal of the Christian life with two commandments: love the Lord our God with all your heart, soul, mind and strength; and love your neighbor as yourselves. John Wesley spoke of this goal as sanctification, Christian perfection, or holiness. In our Methodist tradition, three General Rules were designed to help Christians pursue this goal. As leaders we pursue these “rules” as we grow in faith and service together.
Avoid those things which are inconsistent with the life of faith, separate us from God, and bring harm to others, such as:
· Self-destructive behavior (addictive behavior, poor self-care)
· Moral compromise (sexual misconduct, greed, dishonesty)
· Self-centeredness and pride
· Malice (harboring resentment, acting in anger, backbiting)
· Wasting of resources (the church’s, or personal resources of time, talent, finance)
Do good of every possible sort, such as:
· Live a life of love
· Share our faith inside and outside of Custer Road United Methodist Church
· Care for our families
· Build others up
· Be engaged with those in need, both inside the church and out
Pursue growth in our spiritual lives, such as:

· Attend worship each weekend, except when sick or out of town 
· Engage in close Christian friendships for spiritual growth and accountability in a small group
· Serve God with our time and talents 
· Give in proportion to our income, with the tithe being the goal
· Spend time in prayer and the personal study of scripture

The Faith and Character of a United Methodist
Custer Road is a United Methodist Church. We expect our leaders to honor our denominational heritage and to pursue ministry in keeping with our tradition. 
United Methodists are people who seek to love and serve God with our head, our heart and our hands. They are orthodox in faith, liberal in spirit, passionate and deeply devoted to Christ, and desire to be wholly surrendered to God. Methodists are constantly looking to connect our faith to the world in meaningful, relevant ways. Methodists value spiritual disciplines and a “methodical” approach to growing in the faith. They strive for both personal holiness and social holiness. 
United Methodists are not afraid to ask difficult questions, take on tough subjects and admit that they do not always understand the answers. They are “people of the Book.” Holding the Bible to be the inspired Word from God and encouraging people to read, study and live by its words. While we acknowledge the primacy of Scripture in theological reflection, our attempts to grasp its meaning always involve experience, tradition and reason.
Methodists are people who love God with all their heart, soul, mind and strength, and love their neighbors. They pursue acts of piety toward God and acts of mercy toward others. They value passionate worship, relevant preaching, small groups to hold Christians accountable to one another, the need to address the social issues of our time, and the need to be people whose faith is firmly rooted in and built upon the scriptures. Methodists value the full participation of women and men, people of all races, classes and backgrounds in all facets of fellowship and leadership within the church and society. 
This is our heritage, and it shapes Custer Road United Methodist Church in every area of our ministry.
